Some tiles missing on Pavilion and some soakaways may be needed to improve the drainage.  Possibly get contractors to dig a hole and may have some stone to make soakaways when the MUGA is being done.


Cllr Baker agreed to get a price and will circulate.


The SFMC had written to discuss their plan to pursue funding for the provision of permanent cricket nets.  The bid would be through the SFMC which, as a committee of the Parish Council, would be able to reclaim the VAT.  They state that the nets would then be insured and maintained by the Cricket Club.
