Sports Field
i. MUGA – to be carried forward to the June 2026 Parish Council meeting;
ii. Bats – the survey would be carried out 10 June 2026.  A request had been made to install a bat camera at a cost of £135. The Parish Council agreed to fund this. 
An external water fountain was discussed, however there were health and safety concerns.  It was noted that sports clubs had access to the Pavillion for fresh water.


Pond
i. Survey – Cllrs accepted the quote and agreed to survey the pond.

Allotments
i. National Allotment Survey – Cllr Peirson agreed to complete the National Allotment Survey;

· Cricket Club  - £50.00 increase;
· Tennis Club – 10 percent increase;
