The Chairman’s report was circulated, read aloud and attached. A member of the public queried whether the original footpath would be reinstated across the land being developed by Risby Homes.  This footpath could not be reinstated; however, the Parish Council were having much success in creating Canada Drive to Hudson Way footpath.

It was queried whether the lilies planted in the pond had been successful this year. the lilies had not been successful, and it believed that the number of ducks and the excess silt at the bottom of the pond were the reason for the lack of success.  A different variety of plants would be tried in the pond this year.

	It was discussed that the allotment fees were only just covering the costs of the water bill. It was queried whether there were leaks, as the annual cost of water had been double the cost of the previous year.  There had been a leak identified on Highgate and this required addressing. The Chairman would read the water metres. A repair would be arranged. 

                                      It was queried why the meeting had been held in the Pavillion and not the Village Hall or School. The Village Hall did not have availability, the Pavillion had no cost to the Parish Council and there was suitable disabled access. The Parish Council would consider any venue that encouraged better attendance. It was queried whether accounts could be made available for public viewing prior to the APM. It was discussed that accounts were always available at request, were viewable at all Parish Council meetings and moving forwards draft accounts would be publicised alongside the APM agenda.
